Patient Charges  
 
Patient charges are: - 
 

� Band 1 - £17 
� This covers an examination, diagnosis (e.g. X-rays), advice on how to 

prevent problems, scale and polish if needed and application of fluoride 
varnish or fissure sealants. 

� Band 2 - £ 47 
� This covers everything listed in Band 1 above, plus any further 

treatment such as fillings, root canal work or if your dentist needs to 
take out one or more of your teeth. 

� Band 3 - £204 
� This covers everything listed in Bands 1 and 2 above, plus crowns, 

dentures or bridges. 
� Emergency Appointments  
� If you require urgent treatment, you will be charged for an emergency 

appointment.  Should further treatment be identified and require 
attendance at future appointments then this would attract the applicable 
band charge as shown above. 

 
 
However if you are in receipt of some benefits then NHS charges will not 
apply.
